• Answer questions as needed of customers about vendors. 

• Remove and dispose of trash from in, on, and around picnic tables and disinfect tabletops regularly. 

• Pick up trash throughout the concessions area placing in trash bag and when full, trash receptacles. 

• Report to Coordinator vendor for customer issues as appropriate.

• Ability to lift 10 - 15 pounds, flexible mobility, and balance, standing constantly, walks entire shift, lots of 
bending over and use of hands.

• Excellent verbal communicator. 

• Possess great customer service skills. 

• Must have strong command of English language for writing and speaking however, knowledge or understanding 
of other languages is a plus, especially Spanish.
